Readership Survey

The Air Cargo Industry Readership Survey was carried out during the first quarter of 2007

by an independent research organisation, Mobious, w hose clients include such major

organisations as Gant, Scania, Kelloggs and 3M. 

The survey was conducted by post amongst senior car go professionals throughout the

world. A sample of 5,053 was selected from the A-Z Worldwide Airfreight Directory, a

twice-yearly publication available on the open mark et, which contains over 30,000

contacts for airlines, airlines' general sales agents, airports, freight forwarders, cargo

handling agents and express operators.

The breakdown of replies received was 47% from Euro pe, 23% from the Americas, 22%

from the Asia Pacific region and 8% from the Middle  East and Africa.

The respondents were 61% cargo agents/freight forwa rders, 15% airlines, 10% cargo

handling agents, 6% airlines' general sales agents,  3% air charter brokers, 3% airports

and 2% express operators.
